Conditions of entry:  
1. The competition will be held over 3 days under Pistol Australia Rules. 
2. All NSW competitors must be members of the NSWAPA.  Interstate competitors must be a member            
of a club affiliated with Pistol Australia. 
3. Persons entering more than four matches must be available for the three days.                     
4. Gun checks will commence at 4.00pm on the Practice Day (Thursday 23rd May 2019) as well as one 
hour prior to competition on other days.                                                                                                                       
5. All competitors should be graded, and grading cards will be collected at registration.                                                                                                                     
6. Competitors should be ready at least 10 minutes before their relay.                                              
7. Shooting will commence at 8.00 am each day or as advised with squadding details.                                 
8. Shooters or their spotter will be required to stand and paint the targets. It is recommended that gloves 
be worn when setting targets. Suitable footwear and clothing must be worn on the range.                                                                       
9. Qualified or suitably experienced persons will be required to accept range duties where indicated on 
their squadding details.                                                                                                                         
10. Tied Scores – Top Guns will be decided by shoot-off.  All other ties will be decided by count out 
where possible and if not possible, then by shoot off.                                                                                                                
11. Shoot off targets will be as follows:                                                                                                  

a - SB Production and Revolver – SB turkey, pig, chicken, pig, turkey at 100m. 
b - SB Standing and Field Pistol – turkeys at 75m. 
c - SB Unlimited – Unlimited turkey, pig, chicken, pig, turkey at 100m.                                                                      
Shoot offs will be exhaustive.                                                                                                        

12. The Range will be open for practice from 9.00am until 4pm on Thursday 23rd May 2019.  
13. Pistol licences will be checked at registration and each day. Licences being renewed will require 
proof of reapplication.                                                                                
14. Top Gun and Grade trophies will be awarded in each category Small Bore and Field Pistol.
